When you purchase a new home in West Quebec, you
automatically pay school taxes whether you have
children or not. Notaries are required to ask which
school board you want to support with your school
taxes, but if they don’t, you will be signed up with the
French school system unless you specify otherwise.
If you missed this step when you signed your home
purchase documents, and you want to support the
Western Quebec School Board, you can obtain a
simple form to fill out by contacting WQSB at:

If you have purchased a previously owned home, you
will automatically be linked with the school board
that the previous owner was affiliated with unless
you specify otherwise with the notary.
